Deadline & Time frame:

The entry period opens 31st July 2008. 
 
Finalists will be contacted by 2nd October 2008 and the winner announced on the 3rd 
November 2008. 
 
Entry Requirements: 
 
Entrants must be working as an assistant in the photographic industry. 
 
Entrants must submit a body of work using the sun, sunshine and/or sunlight as its 
theme, minimum of 3 images and a maximum of 6 images.   
 
All entries must be supplied on disc as both hi-res and lo-res images. See file 
specifications below. 
 
All files must be labeled with photographers name and sequentially numbered. 
e.g Joe Blogs_01.jpg   Joe Blogs_02.jpg 
 
Disc should be labeled with entrants name and contact phone number.  
 
All entries should be accompanied by 1 x A4 page listing photographers name and 
contact details, shot list with corresponding image titles/captions and a bio of up to 150 
words.
